Rearrange the following sequence of sentences in the most logical order to get an organized paragraph on ‘Synecdoche’:

1. What sets apart the synecdoche from the simile and the metaphor is the fact that there is a semantic connection between the synecdoche and the whole which it represents, while the simile and the metaphor compare two very dissimilar things.

2. Sometimes in a synecdoche the whole can stand for the part, as in “The city posted a sign", which means that an employee of the local government (but not the geographic location or all of its residents) posted a sign.

3. Synecdoche in Greek literally means “taking together” and it can be seen as a sub-type of the metaphor in which “the part of something is used to signify the whole” (Abrams).

4. Again both the metonymy and the synecdoche rely a great deal on the reader’s knowledge of the world for interpretation.

5. A famous literary use of the synecdoche can be seen in Milton’s “Lycidas” when he refers to corrupt clergy of the age as “blind mouths”.  

6. Simple examples would the use of the expression “ten hands” standing for ten workmen or “a hundred sails” for ships. 

7. Like the simile and the metaphor, the synecdoche too, according to M.H Abrams, is a figure of thought in which there is a departure from the standard or literal meaning of words.
